Jersey  Sport  will be supporting  schools  in the  Bagatelle  area  to  start  a  walking  bus  scheme.  

 

What  is  a  walking  bus? 

A walking  bus  is when  adults  take  a  group  of  children  walking  on their  journey  to  or from  school.  

The  walking  bus  goes  along  a  set  route  and  collects  children  a long  the  way.  The  adults  lead  the  

group  and  act  as  the  ‘driver s’. Volunteers  are  all  enhanced  DBS  checked.

• School uniform and  everything you need for school

• R ain jackets/waterproof clothing  for wet days  

• Sun protection , light layers and extra water for  warm day s 

 

Drop  off:  

An  adult  must  accompany  the  child /ren to  the  start  location  and  ensure  they  have  exchanged  

responsibility  with  the  lead  volunteer  for  drop  off  purposes.  

 

Weather:   
Should  we need  to  cancel  due  to  adverse  weather  conditions,  we will inform  parents  of  this  the  day  
prior  via  our social  media  channels  (Instagram  and  Facebook).  We will also  let  your  school  office  know  
who  will inform  any  registered  walkers.  We will walk  in all -weather  conditions  as  long  as  we deem  it 
safe  and  suitable.  We will follow  the  advice  of any  weather  warnings  issued  by  Jersey  Met.

• Walk volunteers that are walking  with the group must wear a high visibility vest .
